Many of these points were identified during the
emergency planning process with local input by where available. The NH Broadband Mapping and Planning Project also

Water and Sewer Service Areas were provided by the NH Department of Environmental Services. These areas are
approximate and were derived from buffering road centerline features by a constant distance for streets having water,
sewer or both services available.
