2010 land use was created from year 2010 1" resolution, natural color aerial photos supplied by NHDOT. This
dataset was created through “heads-up” digitization of the aerial photos at a recommended scale of

1:2,400 (17=200"). This was an update to the 2005 Land use update completed by the RPC. These datasets
along with the 1962, 1974, 1998 land use created by GRANIT use a similar method. The method reflects “NH

Land Use Mapping Standard CTAP Land Use Mapping Project” from GRANIT March, 2007. This method
closely matches the national standard USGS “ Anderson level IV” method. While the digitization is done at
datasets.
